Their understandings and ours differ widely

Different types of freedom, types of teachers, types of seeders

We all have capacities for both kind and unkind behaviors
Human nature has a spectrum of features

Expression of capacities can be up- or down-regulated
Much depends on the wisdom of the teachers

Yes, Human Nature consists of a spectrum of capacities

Great altruism, great evil at extremes

Some economic models upregulate expression of kind capacities
Others upregulate expression of capacities to be mean

There are leaders who are naturally kind
And leaders who are prone to be mean
When the latter populate positions of power
Mean arrangements are predictably seen

There is moral incentive and monetary incentive

One is altruistic, the other all about the “get”

There is individual liberty but also selfless freedom

We must ask: what do people need and how are those needs most kindly and wisely met



It’s not about the “get,” it’s about the “give”
It’s about determining the best ways for us to live

They think competition is all about beating
Dominating, diminishing the other

But the word comes from the Latin “com petere”
“to seek new heights together”

A fun and spirited way to raise each other up

So that all can become better

Their social understandings are mistaken
Human nature’s not to blame

Our souls must not be crushed

It’s their shallow view that’s lame

Indeed, they are mistaken

Their understandings only half true
There are two sides to Human nature
We can help the mistaken, too

There are those who dearly love Humanity

And those who truly don’t, with a spectrum in between
Those who don’t, have seized great wealth and power
That’s why current arrangements are so mean

Our leaders should be those who truly love Humanity
Not those who truly don’t

We need leaders who follow wholesome principles
Not those who predictably won’t

The ultra-capitalist’s social beliefs are the source of their great power,
As long as we accept their spiel

But the deeply flawed nature of their understandings

Is where they are vulnerable; That’s their Achilles heel

The flawed beliefs upon which capitalism is based

Are what capitalism depends on people believing

Its beliefs about human nature, incentives, competition, and freedom
Gaslight those who accept these false “truths” as real



But these beliefs represent capitalism’s Achilles heel
When the public knows this, capitalism is sent reeling

When it is exposed that capitalist truths are not real

When the gaslit public discovers truths that fit how they truly feel
Capitalism’s Achilles will have ruptured

The ultra-capitalists will lose their power

Humanity will no longer be captured

The gaslighters will take cover and cower

Human nature’s kind side will blossom

The seeds of social beauty will finally be free to flower

We do not belong to evil

We belong to ourselves and to good

We must strive for truth’s retrieval

We must behave as our hearts say we should

It is time to address root cause

Not focus only on symptoms and superficial blaming
It is time for deep, respectful dialogue,

The roots of what currently prevails

We must teach better understandings and stir fresh breezes
So the ships of peace may sail

We must challenge social mis-understandings

That create mean arrangements and abuse

We must create kind social arrangements

Not what the current model and its leaders produce
